Sunbury Municipal Authority fillin Water System Name  Has Levels of Haloacetic Acids (HAA) 
Above Drinking Water Standards.
Our water system’s water quality recently violated a drinking water standard.  Although this incident was not an emergency, as our customers, you have a right to know what happened, what you should do, and what we are doing to correct this situation. 

We routinely monitor for the presence of numerous drinking water contaminants.  Testing results show that our system exceeds the standard or maximum contaminant level (MCL), for HAA.  The standard for HAA is 0.06 mg/L.  The level of HAA detected was 0.0629 fillin level  mg/L.
What should I do?
You do not need to use an alternative (e.g. bottled) water supply.  However, if you have specific health concerns, consult your doctor.

What does this mean?
This is not an immediate risk.  If it had been, you would have been notified immediately.  However, some people who drink water containing HAAs in excess of the MCL over many years have an increased risk of getting bladder cancer.  

What happened?  What is being done?
The Sunbury Municipal Authority is addressing the problem with an operational change by eliminating pre-chlorination during periods when HAA formation is likely.  Eliminating pre-chlorination will significantly reduce the level of HAA, which are produced as a by-product of the chlorination process reacting to naturally occurring organics in water.  This operational change will not affect the positive benefits of our chlorination disinfection capability. 
Quarterly monitoring for HAA will continue to be conducted until four consecutive quarters of sampling show levels below the MCL.
